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Annotation

The study of the nomads of the South of Russia still arouses continued interest among
Russian and foreign scholars, who study nomad, local historians, whose works reflect the
history of nomads in Central Asia. However, we think that there are not enough works
covering this topic and chronological framework, studying the history of the Turkmen
nomadic people living within modern borders in the administrative-territorial composition
of the Stavropol Territory, is somewhat more modest. Historically, Turkmens roamed the
steppes of the Eastern Caspian region. In the middle of the 17th century. Several groups
of Turkmen moved to the northwestern Caspian region, where they were included in the
uluses of the Kalmyk Khanate. According to archival material, the Turkmens were first
mentioned in 1653, when more than 1.5 thousand Turkmen families, under the threat of
invasion by the Khiva khans, named the peninsula Mangyshlak and arrived in the Lower
Volga region, where they joined the Kalmyks. Also, Turkmens continued to arrive from
Mangyshlak throughout the 18th and early 19th centuries.The relevance of the study is
explained by modern trends in actively turning to the historical past of both individual and
entire nations, returning to the traditions and customs of their ancestors, primarily in the
education of the younger generation. Despite all the developments in the historiography
of the Turkmen people, economic issues have not been sufficiently studied and require
more detailed study. In the framework of this work, the author has attempted to expand
the scope of the study of the problem.
